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1 Executive summary 
 
This report is issued pursuant to Commission Regulation (EU) No 965/2012 of 5 October 2012, Annex II [PART-
ARO], SECTION II - SUBPART RAMP, and specifically: 
 
ARO.RAMP.155 Annual report 
 

“The Agency shall prepare and submit to the Commission an annual report on the ramp inspection system 
containing at least the following information: 
(a) status of the progress of the system; 
(b) status of the inspections performed in the year; 
(c) analysis of the inspection results with the indication of the categories of findings; 
(d) actions taken during the year; 
(e) proposals for further improving the ramp inspection system, and 
(f) annexes containing lists of inspections sorted out by State of operation, type of aircraft, operator and 
ratios per item.” 
 
ARO.RAMP.160 Information to the public and protection of information 
 

(b) “The Agency shall publish an aggregated information report that shall be available to the public containing 
the analysis of the information received in accordance with ARO.RAMP.145. The report shall be simple and 
easy to understand, and the source of the information shall be de-identified.” 
 
Ramp inspections provide for a general indication of the safety of an operator; however, no full picture can 
be obtained on the safety of any particular aircraft or operator. Certain aspects are difficult to assess during 
a ramp inspection, mainly due to the limited time and information available. 
 
Nevertheless, the information gained through the EU Ramp Inspection Programme (hereafter referred to as 
the “Programme”) is an important element in the oversight performed by the responsible Aviation Authority 
(State of Operator, State of Registry and State of Licensing), as the findings raised: 
 

• Contribute to the safe operation of the aircraft inspected, by requiring that corrective actions are taken 
as appropriate, including immediately prior to any further operations; and  
 

• Help authorities in identifying negative safety trends, whereby numerous and/or recurring findings 
concerning a particular operator may indicate systemic issues with regard to both the operator’s 
management system and the oversight exercised by its competent authority. 

 
This report covers five years (2013 to 2017) as the implementation of Regulation 965/2012 had a significant 
impact on the Agency’s data analysis processes. This required a re-organisation of the Ramp inspections 
database features that affected the capability of the Agency to retrieve comparable data, and consequently 
to deliver consistent aggregated information. Therefore, although this report is covering the entire period 
from 2013 to 2017, the continuity of the data analysis can be ensured only for the years from 2015 to 2017. 
From 2018 onwards the report will be published again on an yearly basis, as mandated by ARO.RAMP.160(b). 
 
The report concludes that in 2017 the Programme has reached a mature level of implementation, with good 
synergy among all stakeholders. In general, the 48 States participating to the Programme have adequately 
performed the planned inspections, ensuring a sufficient coverage of foreign operators. In the five-year 
timeframe, the average number of findings per inspection has gradually decreased, showing sign of increased 
safety awareness from both operators and authorities, the latter focusing more on safety-significant non-
compliances.  
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2 Development of the programme in the period 2013 – 2017 

2.1 Regulatory developments 
• 2013 was the first complete year in which Version 2.0 of the EASA Guidance Material on the performance 

of SAFA ramp inspection was applicable, after its entry into force in 2012. 
 

• On 28 October 2014, according to the opt-out provision unanimously adopted by the PS,  the following 
regulatory and procedural documentation became applicable: 

o Commission Regulation (EU) No 965/2012 of 5 October 2012 (R965/2012); 
o AMC & GM to PART-ARO, Consolidated version – Issue 3 of 28 July 2014, and 
o Inspection Instructions (Pre-Described Findings - PDFs) INST.RI.01/001 of 17/09/2014. 

 
This new regulatory framework introduced significant changes in the ramp inspection domain; among 
these, the most important affecting the overall Programme were: 

o Reduction from 12 to 11 of the aircraft condition inspection items; 
o The inclusion of Community aircraft and aircraft of a maximum take-off mass of less than 

5,700 kg not engaged in commercial air transport in the scope of ramp inspections, removing 
the limitations set by SAFA Directive 2004/36. Specifically, Article 4 of R965/2012 provides 
legal basis to extend the applicability of the ramp inspections not only to third country 
operators (SAFA inspections), but also to aircraft of operators under the oversight of another 
Member State (SACA inspections); 

o The distinction between EASA operators, which are assessed against the EU Standards when 
inspected by an EASA PS, and the Third Country Operators (TCO), which are assessed against 
the ICAO Standards. When inspected in a non-EASA PS, annual EASA operators are assessed 
against ICAO Standards; 

o The establishment of an annual number of inspection points to be reached by every PS 
through the establishment of an annual programme for the performance of ramp 
inspections. To this purpose, a dedicated coefficient is assigned to the different conditions 
under which a ramp inspection may be performed (e.g.: additional value if inspections are 
carried out during inconvenient time, and/or in airports distant from the location of the 
office of employment, and/or on prioritised operators, and/or on a new operator, etc.), with 
the aim to encourage PS to implement a thorough risk based annual programme;  

o The revision of the requirements applicable to ramp/senior ramp inspectors as a starting 
point toward more flexible qualification/recent experience/re-qualification management 
processes; 

o The approval of RITO; 
 

• In 2015, the amended Inspection Instructions (PDFs) INST.RI.01/002 of 18/11/2015 entered into force, 
introducing new requirements and changes in areas such as TCAS (7.1), pilot’s age limitations and 
Personal Breathing Equipment - PBE; 
 

• In 2017, Amendment 6 of the AMC & GM to PART-ARO – Issue 3, entered into force through ED Decision 
2017/006/R of 28 March 2017, introducing more flexibility in the qualification and recent requirements 
to both ramp/senior ramp inspectors. 
The “System Wide Coordination” project was launched (applicable to EASA States) to address operators 
over- and under-inspection. 
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2.2 Data regular analysis 
The database regular analysis has continued during the period from 2013 to 2017. In this period, the analysis 
was conducted three times per year (coordinated with the Air Safety Committee meetings schedule for the 
update of the EU Safety List). 
 
The regular analysis has the aim to identify safety concerns and worrying trends that should be addressed 
before they become a threat to the safety of international aviation. The methodology was constantly refined 
and enhanced to maximise the use of the available ramp inspections data and leads to advices to the PS, the 
European Commission and the Agency on coordinated follow-up actions. 

2.3 International promotion 
In the period from 2013 to 2017, EASA continued to promote internationally the Programme, which became 
a reference for establishing similar inspection programmes. EASA has been continuously engaging in 
negotiations with key aviation authorities around the world, aiming at enlarging the participation in the 
Programme while maintaining a high level of standardisation and harmonisation. At the end of 2017, the 
Programme listed 47 PS from Europe, Africa, Asia and North America1. 
 
At international level, EASA has three primary tools to promote and improve the proper understanding and 
implementation of the Programme. 
 
The first is the regular Ramp Inspection Coordination and Standardisation – RICS meeting (formerly called 
European SAFA Steering Group - ESSG), currently held twice per year, in which EASA and the participating 
CAs discuss coordination and standardisation aspects of the Programme, including the set-up of trials to 
collect feedback on new Programme initiatives. The RICS provides the CAs with the opportunity to flag their 
issues in the implementation of the Programme as well as the challenges they have encountered in the 
performance of actual ramp inspections. CAs have also the possibility to share their experience and to 
present topics that could be of interest to all attendees. 
 
The second is the Regulators and Industry Forum, usually held in conjunction with one of the RICS. It is the 
event where EASA, CAs and industry representatives (aviation associations, air operators, manufactures and 
RITOs) have the opportunity to enhance a constructive dialog on the latest developments, revised 
procedures, ramp inspection results and Programme evolution by means of presentations and open 
discussions.  
 
The European Commission and Eurocontrol are regularly invited to participate in both RICS meetings and 
Forums. 
 
The third is the Workshop, normally held to provide SAFA National Coordinators, Ramp inspectors and RITOs’ 
instructors with updates on the most notable changes to the RAMP procedures as well as to present 
important harmonisation issues. Workshops are also organised at the request of interested authorities to 
increase their understanding of the Programme.

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Three ESSG (-18, -19 and -20) meetings were hosted by Spain (February), Czech Republic (June) and 
Switzerland (October). At the end of ESSG-20, the 3rd Regulatory and Industry Forum was held. 
 
Three workshops have been organised: in Singapore (January) with international participation from both 
aviation authorities and air operators, in Beijing (July) with the participation of the Chinese authority and in 
Cologne (December). 
 
Canada, Singapore and United Arab Emirates concluded Working Arrangements (WA) with EASA in order to 
become PS. The three States entered into the “candidate State” phase, during which they have built up their 
system before being granted with the full membership status. 
 
In accordance with the WA signed in 2011, Morocco underwent an EASA standardisation inspection and 
became full member of the Programme. 
 
2014 
Three ESSG (-21, -22 and -23) meetings were hosted by Romania (March), Norway (June) and EASA (October). 
At the end of ESSG-23, the 4th Regulatory and Industry Forum was held. 
 
A strategy was developed for the gradual expansion of the Programme by including key strategic partners 
from various geographical regions of the World. 
 
The dialogue with the airline industry was further strengthened and tangible steps were implemented for 
the exchange of data collected by EASA (SAFA data) and IATA (IOSA data), as foreseen in the Memorandum 
of Understanding signed by the two parties in 2012. 
 
Two workshops have been organised in Cologne (February and September). The latter provided the 
participants with a thorough review of the changes to the Programme following the implementation of the 
requirements established by the new regulatory framework of R965/2012.  
 
In accordance with the WA signed in 2013, United Arab Emirates underwent an EASA standardisation 
inspection and became full member of the Programme. 
 
2015 
Two RICS (-01 and -02) meetings were hosted by Poland (April) and Belgium (October). 
 
Israel concluded a WA with EASA in order to join the Programme.  
 
In accordance with the WAs signed in 2013, Canada and Singapore underwent an EASA standardisation 
inspection and became full member of the Programme. 
 
2016 
Two RICS (-03 and -04) meetings were hosted by United Kingdom (April) and EASA (September). At the end 
of RICS-04, the 5th Regulatory and Industry Forum was held. 
 
In accordance with the WA signed in 2015, Israel underwent an EASA standardisation inspection and became 
full member of the Programme. 
 
2017 
Two RICS (-05 and -06) meetings were hosted by The Netherlands (March) and EASA (September). At the end 
of RICS-06, the 6th Regulatory and Industry Forum was held. 
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Australia concluded a WA with EASA in order to become Programme full member. 
 

2.4 RAMP standardisation inspections 
Given the collective nature of the Programme, it is extremely important that all inspections are performed in 
a standardised manner within all the PS. 
 
During the 2013 – 2017 period, EASA has pursued its standardisation programme whereby all PS were audited 
in order to verify the implementation of the applicable regulatory framework. Until 27 October 2014, 
standardisation inspections were carried out in accordance with the same working methods employed by 
EASA for standardisation visits dealing with other aviation safety domains, namely those contained in 
Commission Regulation No 736/2006 of 16 May 2006. 
 
As of 28 October 2014, in conjunction with the applicability of R965/2012, standardisation inspections have 
been carried out according to the working methods established in Commission Implementing Regulation (EC) 
No 628/2013 of 28 June 2013. 
 
2013 
Thirteen inspections were performed in Cyprus, Hungary, Moldova, Bosnia & Herzegovina, Morocco, Estonia, 
Finland, Slovak Republic, Georgia, Montenegro, Slovenia, Czech Republic and Denmark. The second 
inspection of Azerbaijan was planned in September but it didn’t take place following information from the 
CAA-AZ that it would not be ready for such assessment for the entire year. 
 
2014 
Fourteen inspections were performed in North Macedonia, Belgium, United Arab Emirates, Portugal, Austria, 
Ireland, Armenia, Iceland, France, Serbia, Latvia, Croatia, Malta and Turkey. The planned inspection of 
Ukraine was postponed to 2015. 
 
In January, the WA in force with Azerbaijan since 2006 was terminated by EASA based on the inability of the 
CAA-AZ to close the findings raised during the standardisation inspection performed in 2011 and on the 
failure to ratify the new WA presented in 2013. 
 
Since the applicability of R965/2012, standardisation activities started to take into account continuous 
monitoring principles, which allow for a more performance-based planning and a more frequent engagement 
with the PS. Particular attention is given to the new States joining the Programme, in order to verify the 
quality of their contribution and identify any reliability issues at an early stage. 
 
2015 
Twelve inspections were performed in Morocco, Bulgaria, Singapore, Greece, Ukraine, Romania, Albania, 
Norway, Canada, The Netherlands, Italy and United Kingdom. 
 
2016 
Thirteen inspections were performed in Estonia, Denmark, Poland, Spain, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Portugal, 
North Macedonia, Switzerland, Germany, Sweden and Bosnia & Herzegovina. 
 
2017 
Eleven inspections were performed in Cyprus, Croatia, Hungary, Finland, Slovenia, Greece, Georgia, Czech 
Republic, Norway, Bulgaria and Portugal. 
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2.5 EASA centralised database 
In the period from 2013 to 2017, the main change to the centralised database was a modification that allowed 
the management of the reduced number of “C” inspection items (electronic ramp inspection report form) 
and the related functions for the regular analysis and data retrieval. 
 
Considering the highly sensitive content of the information stored in the database, EASA also strived to 
continuously improve its resistance to the cyber-attacks which represent a constant challenge to the 
guarantee of the data protection. 
 

3 Areas of inspection 
According to the R965/2012, aircraft suspected of non-compliance with the applicable requirements (either 
international safety standards or EU standards) have to be inspected by the PS. Furthermore, in the absence 
of any suspicion, ramp inspections (formerly called spot-checks) may be carried out using a dedicated 
procedure. 
PS may decide to focus their inspections, basing their assessment on recommendations issued by the 
European Commission or national policies and priorities. These recommendations can stem from an analysis 
of the centralised database or on the results of past inspections. 
 
There are five areas on which the inspections can be focused: 
 
(1) Specific State of Operator (checking operators from a particular State); 
(2) Specific aircraft type; 
(3) Specific nature of operations (scheduled, non-scheduled, cargo, etc.); 
(4) Specific third country operator; 
(5) Specific aircraft identified by its individual registration mark. 
 
Appendixes B, C and D list the States of Operator, aircraft types and operators inspected during the period 
2013 – 2017. They highlight the wide coverage of the Programme and its non-discriminatory application. 
 
The smooth operation of the Programme can also be illustrated by tables below, which aggregate the 
information in the Appendixes and provide an overview of activities.

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From Table 1, the overall increase of the values through the years can be observed, the main reason being 
the constant increase of the air traffic and the expansion of the Programme outside the EU borders. 
 
From Table 2, it appears that the absolute number of inspections in the period from 2013 to 2017 is higher 
for the EASA operators than for the non-EASA ones. However, considering that the volume of traffic from the 
EASA operators is significantly higher than the traffic from the non-EASA operators, in relative terms non-
EASA operators are inspected almost 3 times more than the EASA ones: the ratio between the number of 
flights and number of inspections is about 0.17 per the EASA operators against a 0.49 for the others. As an 
example of the different exposure, in 2017 there were 5,484,289 landings in the EASA States, of which just 
1,230,860 were relevant to TCO traffic. As an average, it may be calculated that EASA operators are called 
for about 75% of the traffic within the EASA States.

In the reference period, the analysis has also shown a further strengthening of the safety-risks-based 
approach in the performance of the ramp inspections by all PS. 
 

4 Main results of the Ramp Inspections 

4.1 Inspection findings in general 
A first starting point regarding the findings, which are deviations from ICAO or EU Standards as applicable, is 
the quantitative approach. This compares the total number of findings (F) to the total number of inspections 
(I) and the inspected items (II).

During the inspection, a checklist is used, which comprises of a total of 53 different inspection items (until 28 
October 2014, the number of inspection items was 54). In the majority of cases, not all items are checked 
during an inspection because the time between the arrival of the aircraft and its departure is not sufficient 
to perform a complete inspection. Therefore, the relationship between the total number of findings and the 
total number of inspected items might give a better understanding rather than a ratio based merely on the 
number of inspections. The results are presented in Table 3 below. 
 
It should be noted that the data analysis in the reference period is affected by the change in the number of 
the inspection items from 54 to 53 occurred in October 2014. Consequently, neither 2013 is comparable to 
2014 nor 2014 is comparable to 2015 and subsequent years.

Even though 2014 represents a data breaking point, from Table 3 it can be observed a general improvement 
of the performance indicators. Despite the increase of the inspections and the consequent higher number of 
inspected items, there was a constant decrease of both findings per inspection (-3 and -5% from 2015 – 2016 
and 2016 – 2017 respectively) and findings per inspected items (-7% from 2016 to 2017). These results can 
be mainly ascribed to two reasons:  

1. the increased safety awareness of CAs and operators; and  
2. an attitude change of the ramp inspectors, who gradually focused on actual safety-relevant issues, 

as promoted by the Agency through its coordination and standardisation activities and initiatives 
(e.g.: no more findings on missing underwing markings, missing or not updated identification plate, 
single loose or missing fastener, etc.). 

 

4.2 Inspection findings and their categories 
Not only the absolute number of inspection findings needs to be considered, but also their “severity”. To this 
end, three categories of findings have been defined. A “Category 1” finding is called a minor finding; 
“Category 2” is a significant finding and “Category 3” a major finding. The terms “minor”, “significant” and 
“major” relate to the level of influence on safety. The prime purpose of categorising the findings is to classify 
the compliance with a standard and the severity of non-compliance with this standard. 
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The inspections and the categories of findings are recorded in the database and the results are presented in 
the Table 4 below.

The six-year evolution shows that the average number of findings per inspection has decreased for all regions, 
with the exception of LAC that, following a considerable descent in the period from 2012 to 2015, has 
increased 0.15% from 2016 to 2017. 
 
From Figure 2 above, it may also be noted that: 
 
Operators from States in the EUR, ECAC and CIS have fewer findings per inspection than average, whilst the 
ratio is the highest for LAC operators. However, the global trend is still positive showing a general decrease 
of findings, even if from 2015 onwards the trend of the ratio is flattening. 
 
Only ASIAPAC and AFR operators showed a steeper decreasing ratio as of 2014; more stable for ASIAPAC, 
very steep till 2015 then shallower for AFR. The positive trend of Asian and CIS operators has continued in 
2013, the graph showing a significant improvement for these operators. The same continuous positive trend 
is also shown by NAM and MENA operators with the difference that here the decrease is less steep. 
 
Generally, in the years considered, there was a further strengthening of the safety-risks-based approach in 
the performance of the ramp inspections by all PS. This is reflected in the increased focus of the Programme 
on operators coming from certain geographical areas, which have still evidenced criticalities in the 
management of their safety compliance. With this approach, PS started to plan ramp inspections more on 
operators suspected of non-compliances rather than on good-performing operators, which were easier to 
inspect due to their frequent and convenient schedule (i.e. many flights operated during normal working 
hours). 
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4.5 Inspection findings related to checklist items 
 
Appendix E provides the results regarding each Individual Inspection Item (III) which has been inspected. It 
indicates the number of times that a particular inspection item was checked, the number of findings and the 
ratio F/III. 
 

4.6 The top 4 significant and major inspection findings related to checklist items 
 
The inspection checklist consists of four major parts.  

A. Part A concerns items to be inspected in the flight deck of the aircraft.  
B. Part B of the checklist concerns items to be checked in the passenger cabin, and mainly consists of 

safety equipment.  
C. Part C relates to the general technical condition of the aircraft that needs to be verified during a walk 

around check.  
D. Part D checklist items concern the cargo compartment of the aircraft and the cargo carried. 

Any general findings not covered by Parts A, B, C or D can be administered under Part E (General) of the 
checklist. 
When considering the findings established during a ramp inspection, Category 2 (significant) and Category 3 
(major) findings require the highest attention when it comes to the need for rectification. For each part of 
the checklist, the top 4 of Category 2 and 3 findings related to the number of inspections are given in 
Appendix E.

Pursuant to the requirement set forth by R965/2012 and the associated AMCs, the PS are also including into 
the centralised database information on their follow-up actions as result of the ramp inspection they 
perform. This information allows assessing the ability and willingness of operators to rectify the findings 
identified during the ramp inspections and it is used in the subsequent data analysis. 
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5 Conclusions 
In the reference period, the Programme continued its integration with other safety tools, namely with the 
EU Air Safety List of air carriers which are subject to an operating ban within the EASA States, but also with 
the EASA Standardisation process, which monitors the application by the EASA States of the other relevant 
EU safety legislation. The Programme now also integrates with EASA’s TCO authorisation process, as one of 
the main oversight mechanisms for third country operators authorised to conduct commercial air transport 
operations into, within or out of EASA States. 
 
From the analysis of the database and of standardisation results, it can be concluded that in 2017 the 
Programme has reached a mature level of implementation. In general, the 48 States participating to the 
Programme have adequately performed the planned inspections, ensuring a sufficient coverage of foreign 
operators. In the five-year timeframe, the average number of findings per inspection has gradually 
decreased, showing sign of increased safety awareness from both operators and authorities, the latter 
focusing more on safety-significant non-compliances. However, there are still differences in the regional 
performance (with EUR operators enjoying the best record) and peaks in findings related to certain inspection 
item that need to be addressed. 
 
The increased maturity of the Programme can be ascribed to the enhanced synergy among all stakeholders, 
which was evident in the several RICS meetings, Forums, workshops and awareness campaigns held in the 
reference period. The established practices allow data and information collected through the Programme to 
be quality-checked and exchanged transparently with the inspected operators, building trust in the system. 
 
From the Agency’s perspective, future efforts will be focused on harmonisation/standardisation matters and 
on the development of new database functionalities. The Programme will also benefit from a stronger safety-
driven planning and execution of ramp inspections through the implementation of the System Wide 
Coordination (SWC), whose project was launched in 2017. Its main goal is to enhance the safety-risk approach 
of the Programme, ensuring that good-performing operators are not over-inspected and that operators 
suspected on non-compliances are not under-inspected. Details on its development will be provided in the 
2018 annual report.

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Appendix E.1 – Inspection items concerning flight deck 
 

 
Ratio number of findings per inspections: flight deck items 
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E.1.1 – A23 - Defect notification and rectification 
Whenever apparent defects are identified (for example during the crew’s pre-flight inspection), they are to 
be assessed whether still within the tolerances prescribed by the manufacturers, and reported in the Aircraft 
Technical Logbook (ATLB) so that they are addressed by the maintenance personnel during the regular 
maintenance activities. Findings recorded under this item concerned defects that were not identified and/or 
not reported. In such a case, the inspectors will require the operator to assess the defect and, depending on 
its severity, implement the required corrective actions and report it in the ATLB. 

E.1.2 – A13 - Flight preparation 
Under this inspection item, inspectors check for presence and accuracy of the Operational Flight Plan and the 
ATC flight plan, the performance and fuel calculation (on arrival, fuel consumption monitoring might be 
checked), selection of appropriate alternate aerodromes (taking into account weather forecast). Also, 
inspector check that the crew has reviewed applicable NOTAMs, and in case of ground icing conditions, that 
appropriate de-ice procedures have been carried out or planned. 

E.1.3 – A04 - Manuals 
Under this inspection item, inspectors check for presence, update and consistency of the parts of the 
Operations Manual relevant to the flight operations of that specific operator [e.g.: aircraft flight manual, 
mass and balance information, navigation equipment, ground and flight performance and limitations, fuel 
management, flight and duty time requirements, safety precautions, instructions on carriage of dangerous 
goods, EFB usage (if applicable), flight preparation requirements]. Inspectors should also assess whether the 
crew is able to understand the language in which the documents are written. 

E.1.4 – A01 - General condition 
Under this inspection item, inspectors verify the stowage of baggage/equipment in the cockpit, condition of 
flight deck windows, presence of equipment/installations not according to the design requirements, 
presence of reinforced cockpit door and its locking/unlocking mechanism, and the means for the monitoring 
of door area. Most of the findings were affecting loose baggage/equipment in the cockpit (posing a threat to 
the integrity of the crew or of the aircraft instruments and controls during turbulent conditions). A substantial 
number of findings were identified concerning the availability of proper means for the monitoring of the door 
area that were not in full compliance with the ICAO standards (not directly available from each pilot station). 
 
In the period from 2013 to 2017, A23 remained the inspection item with the highest ratio number of findings 
per inspection of the “A” part, as it was in 2011 - 2012. A13, A04 and A01 were also in of the “A” top four, 
even though with different rankings along the years. A04 replaced A24 within the timeframe of this report. 
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Appendix E.2 – Inspection items concerning cabin safety 
 

 
Ratio number of findings per inspections: cabin safety items 

 

E.2.1 – B01 - General internal condition 
The cabin crew members have to be able to perform their normal and abnormal duties without hindrance. 
The findings mainly revealed the poor condition of the cabin, loose carpeting impeding the crew to perform 
their duties, improper stowed luggage, catering equipment not correctly secured. 

E.2.2 – B12 - Access to emergency exits 
International standards require aircraft to provide means for the rapid evacuation of passengers in case on 
an emergency. Findings revealed under this item include emergency exits blocked by luggage or seats. Most 
of the times the deficiencies were corrected prior to the departure of the aircraft, either by removing the 
blockage or by redistributing the passengers so they can use other emergency exits. 

E.2.3 – B07 - Emergency exits, lighting and marking, torches 
The findings mainly concerned emergency exit lights that were not functioning properly, torches (flashlights) 
which were not available, in poor condition or not available in sufficient quantity and non-installation or 
inadequately functioning of floor proximity (emergency) escape path marking systems. These systems 
indicate the location of the emergency exits. They are important especially when there is a fire or smoke in 
the passenger cabin or when the normal cabin lights are not functioning. In case of major findings, the aircraft 
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were allowed to depart after the findings were eliminated or, depending on the circumstances, in accordance 
with an operational restriction (for example in case of an unserviceable emergency exit some passengers 
would have to be disembarked). 

E.2.4 – B03 - First aid kit/emergency medical kit 
International standards require aircraft to be equipped with suitable medical supplies which position should 
be marked for easy identification and be provided with information on their general manner of use. 
Findings concern medical supplies not placed at the indicated location, not identified as such, not available 
on board or not accessible during flight and contents with past expiration date. 
 
In the period from 2013 to 2017, B01 and B12 remained the inspection items with the highest ratio number 
of findings per inspection of the “B” part, as they were in 2011 - 2012. B07 was also in the “B” top four, even 
though with a different ranking along the years considered. B03 replaced B10 within the timeframe of this 
report. 
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Appendix E.3 – Inspection items concerning aircraft condition  
 
 

 
Ratio number of findings per inspections: aircraft condition items 

 

E.3.1 – C01 - General external condition 
Checking the general external condition means checking for apparent corrosion, cleanliness, presence of ice, 
snow, frost; legibility of markings, windshield delamination, damages, exterior lights etc. The majority of the 
findings concerned paint damage, illegible or missing safety markings, unserviceable exterior lights and 
missing or loose fasteners/screws. 

E.3.2 – C07 - Powerplant and pylon1 
The parts of the engine visible from the exterior, the engine housing, the pylon (attachment of the engine to 
the wing or aircraft structure) and the access panels in the engine housing and pylon are carefully inspected. 
Findings reported relate to missing rivets/fasteners on engine cowlings and pylon panels, damage of acoustic 
panels in the engine intake area, missing or deteriorated safety markings. 
 

                                                            
 
1 In 2014, following the implementation of the 965/2012’s requirements, former C07 “Intake and exhaust nozzle” inspection item 
was changed to “Powerplant and pylon”; while C08 “Fan blades” and C09 “Propellers” have been merged in a single C08 “Fan blades, 
propellers, rotors (main/tail). Consequently, total number of “C” inspection items was reduced from 12 to 11. As already mentioned, 
this originated a significant deal with the database management and the relevant data analysis. Even though this report provides 
tables and graphs, ti should be remembered that data relevant to 2013, 2014 and 2015 are not fully relatable. 
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E.3.3 – C02 - Door and hatches 
General condition of doors and hatches, streamline of surface/borders, flush of closing devices, missing or 
broken bonding wires when visible and affecting the dispatchability of the aircraft (MEL items), seals, external 
markings and operation instructions are the main elements assessed when inspecting such item. 

E.3.4 – C04 - Wheels, tyres and brakes 
General condition of wheel assembly, damage and wear of tyres and disk brakes, condition and wear of 
landing gear snubbers are the main elements assessed when inspecting such item. 
 
In the period from 2013 to 2017, C01 and C07 remained the inspection item with the highest ratio number 
of findings per inspection of the “C” part, as they were in 2011 - 2012. C02 was also in the “C” top four, even 
though with a different ranking along the years considered. C04 replaced C10 within the timeframe of this 
report. 
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Appendix E.4/5 – Inspection items concerning cargo and general 
 

 
Ratio number of findings per inspections: cabin safety and general items 

E.4.1 – D03 - Cargo stowage 
Materials not properly secured in the cargo holds, heavy items not properly restrained, barrier nets not 
installed or in poor condition, cargo containers and pallets in poor condition or cargo exceeding the loading 
limits (floor or height limits) were the main source of findings when inspecting such item. Depending on 
severity of the findings corrective actions imposed by inspectors included: relocation or reloading of cargo, 
off-loading of unserviceable cargo pallets. 

E.4.2 – D01 - General condition of cargo compartment 
General condition of the cargo compartment, such as damage to panels, deficiencies in the locking system, 
improper repair of panels, missing separation nets, damaged or inoperative lamps were the main sources of 
findings when inspecting such item. 

E.4.3 – D02 - Dangerous goods 
“Dangerous Goods" are materials needing special care and segregation because they are flammable, toxic, 
poisonous, etc. When properly packed, stored, labelled, protected etc., dangerous goods may be 
transported. Findings that have been recorded included improper storage and labelling, unavailability of the 
required documents and manuals (Emergency Response Guide), missing authorisation for the transportation 
of dangerous goods and no proper notification to the captain (NOTOC). In those cases when major (cat. 3) 
findings have been identified the aircraft was allowed to depart only after corrective actions have been 
carried out (e.g.: offloading of dangerous goods, re-packaging and/or re-labelling). 

E.4.4 – E01 - General 
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This item is mentioned just for information as far as it does not relate to any specific non-compliance but to 
a general remark situation only.  
 
In the period from 2013 to 2017, D03 was the inspection item with the highest ratio number of findings per 
inspection of the “D” part. However, in 2017 there was reverse tendency evidenced by a significant 
decrease in the number of findings on this item in versus an increase on D02.
